The �art� form came about 
around the mid-19th century, when the chiefs and 
warriors did not have access to hides to chronicle in 
pictographs their lives’ important events. Ledger books 
were often the only medium available to continue the 
cultural tradition of pictographic story telling. Ledger 
drawings are the specialty of the Indian Uprising 
Gallery in Bozeman, Montana.�
