Thinking about History: Consider each of the following questions carefully, and write your answer in the space that follows each question.

1. Why did so many Montanans leave the state during the war?

Although Montana’s industries employed many people during the war, there were many more jobs available outside of the state. Shipyards, airplane factories, and ammunition plants were in full production throughout the nation. These jobs paid much more, and were less dangerous, than working in Montana mines and logging camps.

2. What are some of the ways civilians could support the war?

Civilians could buy war bonds, plant victory gardens, and hold scrap drives to recycle materials that the military could use. Montanans also helped by increasing production of their natural resource industries and by growing crops and raising cattle to feed the troops.
