Thinking about History: Consider each of the following questions carefully, and write your answer in the space that follows each question.

1. Describe three ways in which land has been used in Montana. 

Answers might include hunting and gathering, fur trapping, mining, logging, ranching, farming, and tourism. Students should briefly describe these activities. 

Commonalities might include that all but tourism involve harvesting natural resources. Fur trapping and mining both involved harvesting very valuable commodities that were worth transporting over long distances. Profits from fur trapping, mining, and logging often benefited large corporations based outside of Montana. Mining, logging, farming, and, to a lesser extent, ranching have all been transformed by technology. All involve managing of the land by humans. 

2. What are some of the challenges facing Indians living on Montana reservations, and how are the tribes dealing with them?
Problems might include poverty, unemployment, drop-out rates, high child mortality rates, higher risk of some diseases (e.g., diabetes), violence, and the legacy of the Dawes Act. The way the tribes are dealing with them include preserving cultural heritage and traditions, emphasizing education, building stronger tribal governments, establishing economic development programs, and improving health care. In addition, Eloise Cobell has filed a lawsuit against the federal government, which alleges mismanagement of trust funds.
