Newspaper Bingo: Teacher Notes and Options

· Scroll to page 2 to see bingo cards.

· There are five cards for grades 3-5 and five cards for grades 6-8. Within a grade, each card has the same search items (e.g., a form of entertainment). Only the order is different. 

· These bingo cards are saved as Word Documents so you can modify them as you like.

· You may wish to use other examples of language arts (e.g., find an adjective.)

· Another option is to make a blank card and let the students write 12 things to locate on their card before they look at the newspapers. This would give a more random selection, and each card would be different.

· Depending on time and ability, you can play full card bingo (e.g., students have to find an example for each entry) or 4 in a row.

· After each student has found four in a row have them switch partners to discuss what they each found. 
· You can also give students a certain amount of time to find their items. Then have them discuss with a new partner. Then give more time. Continue switching until someone gets 4 in a row. Then that person shares with the full class.
